CHEST COMPRESSION SYSTEMS TO THE SAN ANTONIO FIRE DEPARTMENT  
First of its kind for SAFD 
 
San Antonio, Texas (February 22, 2011) ï The Nix Health Care Foundation announced today that it is donating four 
LUCAS TM Chest Compression Systems to the San Antonio Fire Department and Helotes Fire Department. This 
donation marks the first time these fire departments will have these life-saving machines onboard its EMS 
ambulances to assist patients who suffer sudden cardiac arrest (SCA), which is the sudden loss of heart function.   
 
The 2010 American Heart Association CPR Guidelines place increasing emphasis on the importance of chest 
compressions, recommending at least 100 compressions per minute, an exceedingly difficult task for an average 
person performing CPR. The LUCASTM Chest Compression System is designed to provide continuous, uninterrupted, 
and effective chest compressions at exactly 100 compressions per minute for patients who experience SCA. This 
enables rescuers to attend to other aspects of life-saving patient care.  
 
ñThe Nix Health Care Foundation along with Alamo City Medical Group is honored to be able to donate these 
machines to the San Antonio and Helotes Fire Departments,ò said John F. Strieby, Nix Health Care Foundation 
Chairman of the Board. ñAs paramedics are called upon to provide immediate care to our community, the LUCAS TM 
System is yet another tool available to them in saving the lives of patients.ò  
 
LUCAS TM is simple to use, taking only 20 seconds to apply externally to a patient and begin chest compressions. 
This new technology also has the potential to further increase the effectiveness of the fire departmentôs highly-trained 
EMS personnel, allowing them to focus on other vital tasks of patient care, such as administering medication, 
ventilation and defibrillation.  
 
 ñWe believe this newly acquired technology will enable us to provide even better care for patients in cardiac arrest,ò 
said Craig Manifold, DO, Medical Director of the San Antonio Fire Department. ñHaving the LUCAS TM System for our 
field personnel to use at the scene of a cardiac arrest and during transport will enable us to deliver a more viable 
candidate for recovery to the emergency department at the hospital. Additionally, the safety of our responders is 
enhanced, allowing the paramedics to be secured by seatbelts while transporting a cardiac arrest patient.ò 
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The LUCAS TM System also offers the following advantages: 
 

 Makes effective chest compressions possible across the continuum of care and reduces the impact of 
extenuating circumstances on the quality of chest compressions, such as transport conditions, rescuer fatigue 
and rescuer experience level  

 

 Enhances the safety of the care provider by enabling rescuers to sit, wearing seatbelts during transport, rather 
than standing to provide compressions in a moving vehicle  

 

 LUCAS is primarily radiotranslucent (except for the hood and piston) and allows for coronary angiography or 
angioplasty in the cath lab during ongoing compressions. In the hospital, cath lab personnel can remain at a 
safe distance from x-ray exposure while the device provides mechanical chest compressions during cath lab 
procedures. 

 
ñWe are committed to making leading-edge medical technology available to the residents of San Antonio and the 
surrounding areas and supporting the needs of the San Antonio Fire Department,ò said Bruce Begia, MD, Alamo City 
Medical Group President.  
 
Each year, nearly 300,000 Americans experience SCA and most (95 percent) donôt survive. The LUCAS TM System 
provides another method for EMS personnel to utilize in their efforts to increase these odds. The donation of the 
LUCAS TM Chest Compression Systems by the Nix Health Care Foundation and Alamo City Medical Group 
demonstrates a continued commitment to delivering the most advanced emergency medical services to the San 
Antonio community.
