It has officially been one year since I moved into the role of President of 
EWI of San Antonio. I am very proud of all that we have accomplished in 
the community this past year and I would like to give you a quick recap. 
There are 65 chapters in North America, 1926 member firms, 2200 
representatives and 391 sustaining members. San Antonio is the 2

largest chapter with 68 member firms, 89 representatives, 14 sustaining 
members, 3 life members, and 1 honorary member. 
 
We have given out $16,500 in scholarships, collected over 502 items of 
food for the San Antonio Food Bank, 150+ coats for children at the 
Childrenôs Shelter, Valentineôs goodies for over 190 residents at two nursing homes, collected a 
multitude of items for the Animal Defense League and hosted an Easter Egg Hunt at the 
Respite Care of San Antonio for over 20 children. In addition to this, we have had the 
opportunity to hear from two of our member firms: Port San Antonio and Texas Biomedical 
Research Institute. We also had our holiday meeting at The Spire at Sunset Station, which is 
part of the Zachry Corporation. I encourage you all to promote your companies by hosting a firm 
night or luncheon. In August, the YMCA of Greater San Antonio will be hosting our Annual EWI 
Reading Rally. Literacy is the national philanthropy and we will be bringing students from the 
YMCA Afterschool Program to participate in this great event. 
 
Our corporate board has also provided all chapters with valuable resources on Leadership 
Training by hosting monthly webinars. These webinars are open to all employees of your firm 
and are free of charge. There are dynamic speakers from across the country offering training to 
your staff as a benefit of EWI membership. Our year will culminate at the Leadership 
Conference and Annual Meeting (LCAM), in September, hosted by the Minneapolis Chapter. 
The Conference is an incredible way for you to gain additional leadership training and 
development through a vast array of prominent speakers and the Academy of Leadership 
Module. I ask that you consider attending this conference as part of the San Antonio delegation. 
Details will be forthcoming in a few months along with speaking points for you to present to your 
executive. 
 
This month we have a great meeting planned as we honor three ASIST winners and three 
EWISP winners at our scholarship banquet. This is my favorite meeting of the year as it truly 
exemplifies EWI of San Antonioôs commitment to education in our great city.

TEXAS BIOMED IS PART OF A TEAM OF SCIENTISTS AWARDED $5.4 MILLION BY THE NATIONAL 
INSTITUTES OF HEALTH TO DEVELOP HEMORRAGIC FEVER VACCINES 
 
SAN ANTONIO, May 2, 2011 ï The National Institutes of Health has awarded nearly $5.4 million to a collaborative 
team of scientists at the Texas Biomedical Research Institute, Emory University, and Georgia Institute of Technology 
to develop vaccines for prevention of deadly hemorrhagic fevers.  
 
The project focuses on the development of an effective vaccine for Ebola and Marburg virus infections, two members 
of a family named ñfilovirusesò because they produce long filamentous particles. Both viruses are considered 
potential bioterrorism threats. The vaccines will be tested in Texas Biomedôs high containment laboratories. 
 
The lead investigators include Texas Biomedôs Jean L. Patterson, Ph.D., and Ricardo Carrion Jr., Ph.D.; Richard 
Compans, Ph.D., and Chinglai Yang, Ph.D., at Emory University; and Mark Prausnitz, Ph.D., at Georgia Tech.  
ñOur experience and expertise in select agent research, and in vaccine pre-clinical development, as well as with the 
Ebola virus itself is one of the reasons this project was successfully funded,ò said Patterson, who chairs the Instituteôs 
Department of Virology and Immunology. 
 
ñThis award underscores the important international role played by Texas Biomed,ò said Kenneth P. Trevett, the 
Instituteôs president and CEO. 
 
The Emory group has developed virus-like particle (VLP) vaccines to prevent virus infection, and has shown that the 
Ebola VLPs stimulate immune cell activity and induce strong antibody responses, indicating that such VLPs could be 
effective vaccines to induce protective immunity against infection. They also have found that immunization with a 
mixture of DNA and VLP vaccines induced higher levels of protective immune responses in comparison to 
immunization with either vaccine alone.  
ñWe consider this to be one of the most promising and safest approaches to protecting against hemorrhagic fever 
viruses,ò added Patterson.

All 21 
awardees will be recognized at a reception tonight at the McNay Art Museum. 
 
ñWe are extremely proud of Sarah for her tireless work on behalf of the Texas Biomed and for genetics 
research that has relevance worldwide,ò said Kenneth P. Trevett, Texas Biomedôs president and CEO. 
 
ñSarah is internationally recognized for her pioneering contributions to understanding the genetic basis of 
susceptibility to infectious diseases, and for her strong leadership as chair of one of the largest and most 
distinguished departments of genetics in the world,ò said Texas Biomed Chief Scientific Officer John L. 
VandeBerg, Ph.D. 
 
 Williams-Blangeroôs research focuses on the determinants of complex characteristics that are associated 
with disease and with normal development.  Utilizing statistical genetic approaches and genome-wide 
scanning techniques, she assesses the genetic components of a number of parasitic diseases causing 
intestinal worm infections and of Chagas disease.   
She also has a research program on the genetic factors of aging, and has made a significant contribution to 
improving the genetic management of captive nonhuman primate populations for biomedical research.
